For far too many, the 
Bible is treated in like fashion.  Until we embrace it as our:  

                                    Basic-Instruction-Before-Leaving-Earth.   

The witness of the Holy Spirit offers evidence that if we are GOD’s children, we are 
heirs of GOD the FATHER and fellow heirs of Christ Jesus, and indeed we suffer- 
paying a price with Him, in order that we may also be rewarded with Him.
